Visitor Experience and Connections:  Canadians have access to – and are engaged in building – museum content and programming

Internal Services:  Sound governance practices are in place and resources are effectively managed to support the achievement of 

the Museum’s mandate.

Expenditures on travel, hospitality and conference fees incurred by the Museum are related to activities that support its mandate and 

the government’s priorities.

In particular, for the Canadian Museum of Immigration at Pier 21, this includes engaging Canadians in building and exploring the 

stories, themes and history of Canadian immigration as it continues to unfold.  It does this through these three core responsibilities, 

as well as internal services:

Travel for Museum employees and Board members was suspended in 2020-21 due to COVID-19 restrictions, which also significantly 

reduced  conference costs as well as hospitality.  
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
